There are various surveys and reports available that demonstrate the troubling performance of our region.  According to the June CCIQ pulse survey, the Sunshine Coast was the worst performing Queensland region in the set of business condition indicators measured.  Whilst there was a slight improvement in some of the indicators in the September quarter pulse survey, the Sunshine Coast remains in the bottom three performing regions.  





Sunshine Coast Business Council is advocating a proactive, aggressive approach by creating a “Call to Action” for the Sunshine Coast ‘power brokers’ (local members, RDA, local government, etc), challenging them for banking reform for small business and overall reforms / assistance for small business on the Sunshine Coast.  


First step:  Letters have been sent to each of the local Chamber of Commerce Presidents requesting their support by partnering with the SCBC to take the next steps as a united community.  SCBC in partnership, will be making representation to the three tiers of government to identify and drive immediate pragmatic actions to stimulate business development, underpinned by a framework to maintain sustainable business growth on the Sunshine Coast.
